American teen delights by switching accents
‘Angmoh’ can
speak like ah beng

YLER Creasman is a Caucasian teen-
ager with a shock of strawberry
blond hair.

But when you hear the Singlish that
pours out of his mouth, you'll swear that
he’s probably an ah beng in disguise.

Besides the “lahs”, “lehs”, and “wah lao
ehs”, Tyler's accent is so spot-on Singapo-
rean that he shocks hawkers and taxi driv-
ers when he speaks to them in Singlish.

He said: “They would start talking to
me in Singlish or Mandarin after that.”

His mimicking of local accents has
caught the attention of others too,

The 16-year-old American was recently
featured on the CNN website for his

“Winglish” —- White boy Singlish.

Videos of him speaking Singlish, which
have been circulating on YouTube, have
gained more than 100,000 hits.

One video is a recording of Tyler’s per
formance as a Singaporean security
during International Night at his schooL

He has also appeared on local online

talkshows like the Shan & Rozz show and
the Mr Brown show.

How did this ang moh boy learn to
speak like a Singaporean?

Tyler, who was bom in the US and has
been living here since he was 6, said he
picked up Singlish for the simplest reason.

“Everyone spoke Singlish, so, I started
speaking that way too,” said Tyler, who
can switch back and forth between his
Singlish accent and Yankee twang at will.

Proud mum

His mother, Mrs Kimberly Creasman,
47, said: “I'm probably the only mother in
Singapore who's proud that her son can
speakSmghsh

“Because we have been living in Asia
for some time, it has helped in forming
partofhis identity.”

Tyier s father, Mr James Creasman, 52,
said: “Our friends are amazed that he can
adapt his accent so well.”

His mother is an actress, and his father
works with churches.

The Creasman family moved to Singa-
pore because of Mr Creasman's work, and
live in a five-room HDB flat in Clementi.

Tyler’s best friend from primary school
Bob Chua, 17, said: “He speaks Singlish
really naturally, and I respect the effort he
putin to belike the rest of us and to fit in.”

Singlish for fun is okay, says experts,
but speaking proper English is still the way
togo.

Said chairman of the Speak Good Eng- |’
lish Movement Mr Goh Eck Kheng: “With
English being recognised as the interna-
tional language of business, speaking the
language well will also give us a competi-
tive edge and allow us to communicate
better with our friends from overseas.”

Nevertheless, netizens have lauded
Tyler’s efforts to speak just like a local. One
even saying that he sounded like a “war-
rant officer in the army”.

Tyler, who is now studying in the Inter-
national Community School, doesn’t
speak Singlish with his friends now.

Still, he gets the occasional practice
when he heads to the neighbourhood cof-
fee shop for dinner.

It’s not just the local accent, Tyler also
has a weakness for local food. He said:
“For dessert, I prefer ice kachang.”
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
